CITY PROVIDED UTILITIES
The City of Gilmore City provides service for gas, water, sewer, garbage, and recycling. A deposit for utility service will be required before service is connected.
For your convenience, these services are also available at the City Hall Office during regular business hours of 8 am to 4:30 pm: 


· Faxing – both receiving and sending

· Copies – both color and black & white

· Laminating

RATES FOR CITY PROVIDED UTILITIES

Garbage = $12.30

Recycling = $5.00


Landfill = $1.50
Water = $15.00 meter usage fee, and $7.50 per thousand gallons with a minimum of 2000 gallons billed per month.


Sewer = 90% of the water usage not including the meter fee


Gas = $9.00 per 1000 thermal units

Water Debt = $15.00/month per household to pay for the Water Infrastructure Project
Bills for city provided utilities are mailed monthly on the 5th of each month and are payable by the 25th of the same month.  Payments received after the 25th will have a penalty fee of 5% of the total bill added to the amount due.
IMPORTANT CITY INFORMATION:
We have curbside garbage pickup on Wednesday of each week except when Wednesday is a holiday. Pickup is then the Thursday following the holiday.  Carts must be facing correctly for garbage to be collected.  Wheels must be away from the street.
Recycling pickup is done curbside on the second Wednesday of each month. There is also a recycling bin behind City Hall next to the maintenance buildings.  Please make sure to break down and flatten any cardboard boxes and smash milk containers to provide the best use of the space.
Yard waste may be burned but keep your neighbor’s comfort and the weather conditions in mind when doing so.  DO NOT burn yard waste in the streets. Limbs and brush may be hauled to the landfill one mile west of town.
Building permits are required before any new construction, alterations or additions take place.  The same guidelines hold true for any water or sewer construction.  Applications and information sheets are available at City Hall.

Licenses are required for canine pets within the city limits.  Proof of Rabies Vaccines is required, and fees are minimal.  There are leash laws for pets to protect not only the citizens, but the pets themselves.  There is also an ordinance limiting the number of canines on a person’s property to four.

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GILMORE CITY MUNICIPAL GAS SYSTEM

After natural gas reaches your meter through pipelines owned and maintained by the Gilmore City Municipal Gas System, it travels to your gas-burning equipment through piping that is owned by you.  Some of this piping may be buried underground on your property so that it reaches a natural gas grill, gas yard light, pool heater or gas appliances located in a detached garage or other outbuildings.


The Gilmore City Municipal Gas System does not maintain your underground natural gas piping.  Federal Regulation CFR49, Sect. 192.16 requires us to notify you that your buried piping may be subject to the potential hazards of corrosion and leakage.

1) Buried gas piping should be-

a. Periodically inspected for leaks.
b. Periodically inspected for corrosion if the piping is metallic; and

c. Repaired if any unsafe condition is discovered.

2) When excavating near your buried gas piping, the piping should be located in advance, and the excavation done by hand.

3) Gilmore City Municipal Gas System, plumbing contractors, and heating/cooling contractors can assist in locating, inspecting, and repairing your buried gas piping.

Should you plan to dig around your buried gas piping, State Law requires you to contact the IOWA ONE CALL Center @ 800-292-8989 or simply dial 811, 48 hours in advance of digging in order that all Utility owned buried pipe and cable may be located.  This is a FREE service.
